10 sts = 7cm

MATERIALS

5mm Addi circs if you got em,
straights will work in a pinch.

Less than 200m of yarn, I used an
odd ball from the stash

Tapestry needle for weaving in ends.

DIRECTIONS (make 2)

CO 30 stitches

Cuff:
Work 12 rows of K1 P1 rib.

Hand: (RS)

1) K6, KFB, K7, PM, KFB, KFB, PM, K7, KFB, K6

2) Purl all WS rows

3) Knit to first marker, KFB the first and last stitch between the markers, Knit to



end of row
5)as 3

7) Knit

9) Knit
11) Knit
13) as 3
15) as 3
17) Knit
19) Knit

Thumb: (RS)

Knit across to first marker, drop marker, pull cord thru the stitches you have just
knit to get them out of the way.

K1, P1 across to next marker, drop marker and pull cable thru stitches you
haven't knit yet to get them out of the way.

Turn and continue to work in K1, P1 rib for 5 more rows.

Bind off in rib.

Hand Con't: (RS)

1) Reattach yarn. Knit across to end of

row.
2) Purl, be sure to give a tug to those ' j:ln‘.ﬂ LR Te

Weave in ends, seam thumb and side.
